1. Introductions / updates in relation to delivery plan
· Cotswold DC: New private sector renewal policy.
· Gloucester City: Thermal image mapping underway, showing up issues with recently built homes.  10 x  solar thermal systems on social housing still in progress.

· SWEA:  Energy neighbourhoods to be extended, also Carbon Watchers (both behaviour change projects).
· Cheltenham BC: Recent private sector renewal bid has been developed by all 6 districts together, includes for key energy efficiency schemes and new work on private rented sector accreditation scheme along lines of Norwich Warmlet.
· Stroud DC: Project S2S, council and private homes in Frampton on Severn having E.On ground source heat pumps.  CERT funding.  Learning will go into new bids.  Requesting internal funding for more Target 2050 work with installers and supply chain. Local ESCO feasibility work ongoing, focus on sheltered housing.  Also www.stroudopenhomes.org.uk a success.   
2. Terms of reference
· Sally circulated draft.  All present happy, but of course bring any changes to next meeting.  Action: ALL
· Updated DEFRA figures for NI186 now available.  Key period of time is 2008-11.  Kierson circulated new graph, web link to be circulated.  Action: Kierson Wise
· Membership.  Ruth Kirkup happy to be involved to represent social housing, Stroud already developing cross-tenure schemes, but additional involvement from SHARE forum members needed.  Action:  ALL districts to contact their key RSLS and brief on delivery plan
3. Gloucestershire Renewable Energy Grant scheme
· All grants have been allocated except few left in Gloucester.  LI20 target of 300 installations is met.  More photovoltaic applications since feed-in tariff announced.  County council funding next year unlikely. Consider using funding together to meet delivery plan requirements.  Stroud may not want to run grant scheme next year due to higher existing demand pattern.
· Action: ALL.  Send messages to Glos Environment Partnership re use of reward grant.
· Action: Mark Nelson and Kierson Wise to lead on plans for continuing GREG scheme next year or replacing it with a loan scheme.
4. SW Regional Improvement and Efficiency Partnership (RIEP) funded phase of Target 2050 "domestic exemplar homes" project
· Noted that Tewkesbury and Forest of Dean now keen to be fully involved now bid approved
· Action: Kaye Welfare / Maria Hickman to complete negotiations with SWRIEP and report progress to this group as steering group
