Update on LAA renewable energy and energy efficiency stretch targets 

· Nearly all funding allocated except for Glos City. Some grants approved but not yet paid but all outstanding householders to be encouraged to claim before end ofMarch so they count towards LAA targets. Do not want to approve any more as will not count. Action: Kierson to keep waiting lists for each LA - those on waiting lists to be contacted next year if funding is available.

· Funding still available in Gloucester City LA area. So business as usual here. Action: Kierson to check Gloucester City grants situation and to inform Stephen McDonnell. Action: Kierson to email all LA’s informing present (Q3) situation with grants (attached).
· It is expected that all LA’s will meet their allocated targets.
NI186/187 Delivery Plans - Key Actions and Resources
Target of 200 new renewable energy installations for 2010 – 11 and 2MW installed capacity.

· Reward grant for meeting Stretch Targets - Loans were suggested for non standard measures. Will be able to assess loan situation after this year’s experience. Stroud not keen to carry on with GREG in its present form and would want to use any available money differently. Situation not the same for other LA’s. Some LA’s will be disadvantaged.

Kierson to provide proposal for ring fencing of reward grant for further programme of renewable energy support 

· Decisions on payments are expected at the end of March 2010. So need to review “How will use Reward grant” proposals as a group and put recommendation to GEP.

Recent funding bids – 
National Pays As You Save loans Pilot – SDC  – £500,000 capital. Need 20 loans by end March 2010 and 30 next year.
SWEA has 6 new Intelligent Energy Europe projects in negotiation with 4 aimed at activity in Gloucestershire:
a. FOREST – Support for biomass fuel and supply chain development 

b. RELACS –Support for businesses in the rural tourism sector 
c. Come2COM – Support for sign up to the Covenant of Mayors and the development of 10 year Sustainable Energy Action Plans (SEAP) by Local Authorities 

d. Climate Change Cup - a 2 year online behaviour change programme
