Update on LAA renewable energy and energy efficiency stretch targets 
All LA’s have met their allocated targets for all stretch targets – latest figures for LI20, 21 and 19 were circulated – see attached.
Discussion on way forward for this year –

· Grants for electricity generating technologies should not be continued as the FIT is deemed to be sufficient financial incentive and any LA grants may render recipients ineligible for FIT payments 

· Possible continuation of grants for heating technologies but with differing grant levels for each 

· Suggestions:

· Solar thermal - £500

· Air source heat pumps  - £500

· Ground source heat pumps - £1,000

· Biomass Boiler systems  - £1,500
· Grants scheme dependent on clarification that a LA grant for a heating technology will not effect of eligibility for RHI in April 2011.
· SDC will not be offering grants but will be focusing on PAYS loans and area based approaches such as S2S in Frampton. 

· CBC are keen to develop a loan scheme as well linked to existing loan schemes  

Action - Decision on heating technology grants required by Warm and Well meeting in 2 weeks.

NI186/187 Delivery Plans; Commissioning and Resources Monitoring the Delivery Plans, proxy targets – All
Members of the task group have each been allocated an area of responsibility related to actions in the domestic section of the NI186 Delivery Plan.
The aim is to report quarterly progress against targets at each domestic task group meeting
Action - KiW will produce a reporting template for all to use.
Joint Strategic Commissioning Plans (JSCP)  

Kierson Wise presented the final versions of the JSCP for the Environment Partnership which is now available on the GEP website – www.glosep.org.uk 

The JSCP forms the basis of the next three years action on climate change and include annual ‘action cards’ to be updated each year.
The targets in the JSC Environment Plan are based around the proxy targets in the NI186 plan.

The Stroud PAYS Pilot  
Maria Hickman gave an update on the PAYS scheme. The scheme met targets in year 1 with 20 loans allocated worth £180,000. 
Year 2 (2010-11) targets are to allocate 30 loans worth £300,000. 

The funding for year 2 has not yet been confirmed. 
There was some further discussion on how the charges are levied on the properties (full charge or restriction) and the relative costs of each. 
The group expressed an interest in the results of the PAYS scheme as it is seen as a very important model for increasing the uptake of sustainable energy measures in the domestic sector. 

One particular area of interest is how the actual savings from the measures installed are monitored and how these compare to the modelled savings.

Update from the SHARE Forum

Kaye Welfare gave an update on behalf of the SHARE (social housing) forum. The forum had a presentation from Dyson Insulation who are carrying out measures in hard to treat properties. The RSL’s are being asked to provide data on measures installed in their own stock (both energy efficiency and renewable energy) as these will contribute towards county targets. 
Action - Kaye to remain as the link with the SHARE forum but will ask for a volunteer from the Forum 
Housing Figures in the NI186 Delivery Plan – KW 
KiW requested that all LA’s check and update Table 7 (p.20) in the NI186 delivery Plan regarding the number and category of the housing stock in their district after it was flagged up by Jan Kirby of Gloucester City Council that the figures for Unknown or Vacant properties were incorrect. 

Action – all to forward correct figures to KiW for inclusion in the plan

Kaye is arranging to meet all of the district authorities to provide a report and feedback on the SLA activities from 2009-10.

Mark Nelson felt that this is important to justify the spend and enable the request for further funding.
