· Local measures and national measures with local influence
· Save 136 kt in the LAA period
· Of which 48kt in the domestic sector
· NI186 Delivery plan identifies actions to deliver close to that
Purpose of group

· Own the target and proactively pursue the domestic delivery plan

Key activities

· Steering delivery overall and some individual projects

· Developing commitment and partnerships

· Raising funds for projects

· Reporting on progress

· Adapt the plan as needed
Membership

· All members/organisations are equal partners

· When decisions about projects that the group is actively steering are required, those attending must be in a position to make those decisions
· Those involved must understand substantial existing projects, and be able to see and champion where development might be possible
· Everyone involved on a regular basis will actively report back on achievements and challenges to their own colleagues, directors and elected members
Areas of focus

· All tenures and types of housing

· All types of households

· Existing housing is the focus but new build may be relevant at times
· Domestic energy advice provision

· Local retrofit schemes and exemplar schemes
· Achieving renewables installations

· Financing large scale delivery of measures

· Supporting households to change energy behaviour
· Installer support and networks
· Monitoring progress (energy and emissions data collection and use, demonstrating increased activity levels, liaison with LAA processes)
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
